ORDINANCE 2021-01

A TEMPORARY ORDINANCE REGARDING THE ISSUANCE OF LOCAL MEDICAL
CANNABIS ESTABLISHMENT PERMITS AND/OR LICENSES

WHEREAS, a local government may enact an ordinance not in conflict with SDCL Chapter
34-20G, governing the time, place, manner, and number of medical cannabis establishments in the
locality. A local government may establish civil penalties for violation of an ordinance governing
the time, place, and manner of a medical cannabis establishment that may operate in the locality.
A local government may require a medical cannabis establishment to obtain a local license, zoning
permit, or registration to operate, and may charge a reasonable fee for the local license, zoning
permit, or registration.

WHEREAS, Oglala Lakota County, SD (“County”), makes a preliminary finding that the
County’s current regulations and controls may not adequately address the unique needs and
impacts of medical cannabis establishments as defined in SDCL 34-20G-1;

WHEREAS, medical cannabis state laws under SDCL 34-20G are effective July 1, 2021.
The South Dakota Department of Health shall promulgate rules pursuant to chapter 1-26 not later



than October 29, 2021, as defined by SDCL 34-20G-72. During the time between July 1, 2021
and potentially as late as October 29, 2021, local units of government will not yet know standards
for medical cannabis and will not be able to adequately assess the local zoning and licensing
requirements necessary to approve local permits and to better ensure applicants have a more
predictable permitting process and avoid stranded investments.

WHEREAS, the County makes a preliminary finding that the County needs further study of
the relationship of medical cannabis establishments to the County Comprehensive Plan and Zoning
Ordinance. The public interest requires that the County study, analyze, and evaluate the impacts
of medical cannabis establishments and to fully explore the impacts of any proposed regulations
regarding medical cannabis establishments;

WHEREAS, the County makes a preliminary finding that it would be inappropriate for the
County to issue a local permit or license to a medical cannabis establishment prior to the South

Dakota Department of Health’s promulgation of regulations governing the same;

WHEREAS, the County hereby exercises its authority under SDCL 11-2-10 and SDCL 7-
18A-8, to establish a temporary ordinance regarding he issuance of any local permits/licenses for
medical cannabis establishments within the County;

WHEREAS, a temporary ordinance will ensure that more comprehensive zoning ordinance
and building permit changes, licensing permits, and any proposed amendments to the County’s
Comprehensive Plan can be completely examined with adequate public input from citizens,
business interests, and medical cannabis industry representatives;

WHEREAS, the County finds that a temporary ordinance is reasonable to preserve the status
quo and prevent significant investment pending the outcome of the above study and any proposed
regulations emanating therefrom;

WHEREAS, the County finds that the following ordinance is necessary to protect and
immediately preserve the public health, safety, welfare, peace and support of the county
government and its existing public institutions;

WHEREAS, our State’s Attorney has reviewed and approved this Ordinance.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY Oglala Lakota County, SD:

Section 1. Temporary Ordinance — Application for Local Permit/License

A medical cannabis establishment desiring to operate in the County shall be required to
apply for a permit and/or license from the County. Applications for a local permit and/or license
to operate a medical cannabis establishment, as defined by SDCL 34-20G-1,shall not be accepted

until the South Dakota Department of Health has promulgated regulations as required by SDCL
30-20G-72. Any application received prior to such regulations being promulgated shall be denied.

Section 2. Immediate Effect.



This ordinance is necessary to protect and immediately preserve the public health, safety,
welfare, peace, and support of the county government and its existing public institutions pursuant
to SDCL 11-2-10 and SDCL 7-18A-8.

Procurement Policy

The requirements for procurement are commonly contained in the Federal Uniform Guidance,
program legislation, Federal awarding agency regulations, State bid laws and/or the terms and
conditions of the award. To ensure compliance with these requirements, Oglala Lakota County,
hereinafter referred to as the County, will adhere to the following policies and procedures when
utilizing public funds:

1.

Purchasing and procurement related to Federal funds will be subject to the general policies
and procedures of South Dakota Bid Law (SDBL), unless federal requirements are more
restrictive, then federal requirements and bidding thresholds will take precedence. (SDCL
5-18A-14 and CFR 200.318 (a)).

Pursuant to SDCL5-18A-14 there are currently two bid limits to consider when
governmental entities enter into purchase contracts. If the purchasing agency intends to
enter into a contract for any public improvement that involves the expenditure of fifty
thousand (50,000) dollars or more, or a contract for the purchase of supplies or services,
other than professional services, that involves the expenditure of twenty-five thousand
(25,000) dollars or more, the purchasing agency shall advertise for bids or proposals.

The County will maintain oversight to ensure that contractors perform in accordance with
the terms, conditions and specifications of contracts or purchase orders (CFR 200.318(b))
Conflict of interest requirements will be followed by the County and potential contractors
as per CFR 200.318 and SDBL.

All procurements of supplies and materials by the County will follow the requirements of
CFR 200.318, CFR 200.320, SDCL 5-18A, SDCL 5-18B and SDBL and contractors are
required to comply with all items listed for procurement by these laws and procedures.
Competitive Proposals for professional services will be solicited on a case by case basis
and specifications for the proposals will be developed for each solicitation with technical
requirements included for the service.

On the day of 2021, Oglala Lakota County, County of Oglala Lakota,
State of South Dakota adopts the Procurement Policy detailed herein.

Dear County Official:

I am pleased to notify you that on June 24, 2021, the Department of the Interior (Department) issued
payments under the Payments in Lieu of Taxes (PILT) program. The PILT program compensates eligible
local jurisdictions for Federal lands administered by agencies within the Department and on behalf of the
U.S. Forest Service and the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers. Local governments may use the PILT payments
for any governmental purpose, including emergency response, public schools, and roads. Since local
governments cannot tax Federal lands, annual PILT payments help to defray costs associated with

maintaining important community services.

The Payments in Lieu of Taxes Act, 31 U.S.C. 6901-6907, as amended, authorized the program. The PILT
Act prescribes the formula used to compute the annual payments based on annually adjusted per-acre and
population variables. Prior-year Federal payments under certain revenue-sharing programs, as reported
annually by States, are deducted in formulating the payment amounts. A provision in the PILT Act provides
temporary compensation for recent additions to the National Park System and National Forest Wilderness

Areas.

The Consolidated Appropriations Act, 2021 (Public Law 116-260) was enacted on December 27, 2020,
providing full funding for the 2021 PILT program. More than 1,900 local jurisdictions received a total of

$529.3 million in PILT payments this year.

For 2021, your county is receiving a PILT payment of $5,813. If you provided current bank routing and
account numbers to our Interior Business Center office or to the System of Awards Management (SAM), an

electronic funds transfer was posted to your account on or about

June 24, 2021. If you did not receive a payment or require further information, please refer to
www.doi.gov/pilt. The website includes information on how to register in SAM to expedite receipt of future
PILT payments.
